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Sunday 17th August 

 

The de Havilland Moth Club’s return to Woburn Abbey in August 2013 after an absence of six years 

proved a success with pilots and public alike. The 28th International Moth Rally attracted visitors from as 

far afield as the United States, Canada, Australia and New Zealand, as well as Belgium, France, Germany, 

Netherlands, Iceland, Switzerland, Scotland and Wales, with over 80 vintage and classic aircraft and more 

than 100 vintage, classic and historic vehicles in attendance. 

The 2014 gathering on 16/17 August will offer the very ‘Best of British’ with some of the country’s top 

vintage aeroplanes showing off their style in a garden party environment, in addition to aircraft visiting 

from Europe. The historic parklands of Woburn Abbey first played host to Moth Club aircraft in 1980 and 

evolved into an event which has become known throughout the world’s vintage aviation movement as 

special and unique. The aircraft operate from a specially prepared grass strip in the Deer Park, once part 

of a wartime runway onto which RAF Stirling and Lancaster bombers were flown for dispersal amongst 

the ancient oak trees. 

Weather permitting there will be a fly past by the Battle of Britain Memorial Flight which hopes to include 

the only other currently airworthy Lancaster which is based in Canada. This is expected to take place 

around 16.40.

Today we were playing at a Summer Celebration and Open Day event organised by the Parks Trust. They 

had invited the public to join them and discover more about Milton Keynes’ beautiful parks. Held on the 

events plateau in Campbell Park, a host of exciting activities had been organised for an afternoon of 

family fun that was absolutely free. You could find out more about activities in the parks such as trials 

biking, BMX, orienteering, Nordic walking, health walks and a wide range of water sports. You could also 

meet the Trust’s Direct Works Team and watch displays and demonstrations of the modern machinery 

and tractors that help keep the parks in such great condition.

New Bradwell School Carnival 

 

In 1986, 75 years after the original Stantonbury Coronation Pageant, John White who was then  the  

headmaster of the school decided to re-enact the 1911 carnival held in New Bradwell to raise money for 

Northampton Hospital , which in those days was the nearest  hospital. The event was so successful that it 

has become an annual event on the school calendar. Every year a theme for the Carnival is chosen and all 

the children and staff spend the few days before the event, creating colourful artwork and costumes in 

their chosen theme. The people of New Bradwell look forward to this annual event and line the streets in 

their hundreds, cheering and waving as the procession goes by.  

 

As with last year, the decision had been made to hold this as a walking procession and as a consequence 

the route was shortened. Another change was for the procession to move off an hour earlier than normal 

and the noon start time did cause problems for some of our members. The theme this year was Colours, 

with each year dressed according to the shade selected for them. There was also a full size snowman in 

the procession; I’m surprised he didn’t melt on such a hot day.   

  

Bradwell Silver Band always leads the procession and lined up ready in the playground in the full heat of a 

very hot and sunny day. The school classes were led into the playground and when they were all ready 

the colourful parade set off with a police car leading the way. The revised route took us along Bridge 

Street, down Church Street, right on to the Newport Road, right into Bradwell Road and then right again 

on to the High Street before returning to the school. Progress was necessarily slow to allow the smaller 

children to catch up and the Band came to a halt frequently. Marches played were “Army Of The Nile”, 

True and Trusty”. “Slaidburn”, “1914”, “Pack Up Your Troubles” and “The Middy”.   

 

The procession finished back at New Bradwell School where a fete was being held on the school playing 

field with various amusements and stalls as entertainment. It had been a decent effort by the Band in 

difficult conditions. The high temperature and frequent stops caused some problems but it did mean that 

in places we were stationary as we performed in front of the appreciative crowds. It is a lot easier playing 

marches whilst not moving!  Our thanks go to Tug and Jack for giving our cornet section such great 

support. Maybe by the time we do it next year the resurfacing of all the streets around New Bradwell will 

have been completed!  

 

Perhaps not too surprisingly, the parade had not left at the appointed time and with the return later than 

originally expected the time slot allocated for the Band to play was reduced to 15 minutes. Brian had 

made contingency plans for this likelihood and it was decided that just the Development Band would 

play. Five of this group are current pupils at the school and they rushed straight from taking part in the 

parade to take their seats and join the rest of the group. Under the baton of Luke Colvin, they 

entertained the crowds with “Highland Farewell”, “Misirlou” , Football Crazy” and “Round the Circle”.  

They played really well and it was great to let the people of New Bradwell see the youngsters enjoying 

their music making. We are grateful to Tug, Jack and Oz who sat in with the group to cover for players 

who had been unable to make it.

Patronal Service

The congregation of the Parish Church gathered to celebrate the Festival of St James the Apostle, their 

patron saint. With a number of our playing members away on holiday or unavailable, we went with a 

smaller but nicely balanced group conducted by Musical Director Brian Keech. Brian was in some 

discomfort having sustained a painful leg injury in a fall whilst on his recent holiday. We played a number 

of hymn tunes prior to the commencement of the service as people took their place in the pews. There 

were words of welcome for everyone from Church Officer Graham Crisp and following his opening 

announcements there was a surprise for Brian as the Band played Happy Birthday especially for him with 

the congregation joining in with the singing. 

  

The service today was led by the former Vicar (and Band President) the Reverend Chris Collinge who said 

how nice it was to be back in familiar surroundings and catching up with her former congregation. Chris’s 

sermon today was based on her recent trip to the Holy Land where she visited some of the places Saint 

James would have known in his days as a Disciple. There was also a thought provoking description of a 

meeting Chris had with Sister Martha, an inspirational nun who as Principal of the Orthodox Girls School  

in Bethany (Palestine) is doing much to help improve the lives of Arab Christians and Muslims in a 

troubled region.      

 

The Band provided accompaniment for the singing of four hymns, “Lord For The Years”. “O God Beyond 

All Praising”, “Brother, Sister, Let Me Serve You” and “Now Thank We All Our God”. The hymns sung 

during the Communion were accompanied by Helen on the Church organ. At the conclusion of the service 

the Band played some more hymn tunes as refreshments were being served. This was followed by a 

barbeque and shared meal held outside on a lovely Summer’s day. The Band was privileged to have been 

a part of this service and grateful for the opportunity of continuing to be part of this vibrant community.

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Songs Of The Great War - Keith Jones 
We are about to reach the 100

th
 anniversary of the commencement of the Great War and continuing the 

theme of articles from the last couple of issues of the Bugle we look at some more of the songs the 

soldiers sang to try and keep up their morale.  

 

In the days long before the arrival of the cinema, radio and television, the only form of popular 

entertainment available to the masses was the Music Hall with its mix of popular songs, 

comedy, speciality acts and variety entertainment. Florrie Forde was an Australian 

popular singer and entertainer and became one of the greatest stars of the early 20th century music hall. 

Bradwell Band has been rehearsing “Florrie Forde’s Favourites” which is an arrangement of a number of 

the songs made famous by her performances. 

 

Born in Melbourne 1875, Florrie was just sixteen when she ran away from home to appear on 

the Sydney music hall stage. In 1897 at the age of 21, she left for London and on the August Bank Holiday  

made her first appearances in London at three music halls in the course of one evening – the South 

London Palace, the Pavilion and the Oxford .She became an immediate star, making the first of her many 

sound recordings in 1903 and making over 700 individual recordings by 1936. 

She married in 1909 and was soon drawing top billing, singing songs such as "Down at the Old Bull and 

Bush" and "Has Anybody Here Seen Kelly?” and she was chosen to appear in the very first Royal 

Command Performance in 1912. Florrie was one of the great music hall artistes, able to control an 

audience and encouraging them to join in with her songs. With the outbreak of war in 1914 she 

entertained the troops by singing her many memorable songs. It was reported that as these soldiers 

headed off to the horrors of trench warfare, many went with her songs on their lips.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

After the war Florrie Forde went on to form her own travelling revue. This provided a platform for new 

rising stars, the most famous being the singing duo of Flanagan and Allen. When the Second World War 

started in 1939 Florrie was once again very active in entertaining the members of the armed forces. Sadly 

she collapsed and died from a cerebral haemorrhage after singing for troops in Aberdeen, Scotland on 18 

April 1940.  

 

Our selection of her songs includes "Oh! Oh! Antonio!", "Hold Your Hand Out, Naughty Boy", "She's a 

Lassie from Lancashire", “Till We Meet Again”,  "A Bird in a Gilded Cage" "Has Anybody Here Seen Kelly?", 

“Down At The Old Bull And Bush", and ends with “Good-Bye-Ee”. 

 
(By the way, as a keen fan of the long running T.V. series “Midsomer Murders”, I love the ingenuity of the fictitious village 

names used. In a recently repeated episode where a serial killer starts to bump off some of the villagers in a Wild West fashion, 

the name of the village was Ford Florey!)

This is a 

wonderful collection and for Sue who is a keen collector of plants in general and hydrangeas in particular, 

fascinating.  

 

Onward on the Friday afternoon to Little Wenlock where we stayed at the ‘Huntsman” – a well known 

eating establishment with three hotel rooms – very nice if you’re ever that way! 

The following morning was very wet and during the day thunder, lightning and heavy rain prevailed. 

Though we almost dissolved the Festival proceeded, starting with the local Academy bands & continuing 

throughout the day with predominately local bands – all very entertaining (on the entertainment front I 

have to report that  the ‘gentle giant’ Town Crier has been given the sack as some of his jokes and 

remarks didn’t suit all of the Committee last year –great pity!) 

During the afternoon rain the Corps of Drums from Cheshire Constabulary performed a very well received 

display. The afternoon was rounded off with the Jaguar Land Rover Band playing, as always, very well. 

The Concert in the evening was well attended and, thankfully the weather improved. The performances 

from Jackfield Elcock Reisen and Jaguar Land Rover were excellent.

The morning brought some better weather and the sun became very hot in the afternoon but this year I 

was very careful to keep my knees covered – lesson learned! 

Newport Town kicked off followed by the well-known Oompah Band. During the afternoon programme 

Posaunenchor St.Marien /St. Mary’s Trombone Choir on their tour of GB from Germany performed some 

beautiful classical pieces (they are not a Choir but a brass band with only 3 trombones!)
